· are given a warm place to stay during the night, starting at 8 PM, a bag dinner, and a breakfast coupon in the morning. 

· are checked on periodically during the night to ensure health and safety.

· check out is at 8 AM the next morning, there is no daytime program.

· will be connected with Community Support Resource Personnel.

Rooms are provided as shelter only.  Clients may not invite guests and may not return to the room once it has been vacated.
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
